COVID update 
Over the last fortnight, we have had the highest number of positive cases since the pandemic began. 
I know that this has been a worrying time for the school community and I would like to thank staff 

pupils and parents for their support and good levels of communication. We are not alone in having 
such high numbers as many schools in Cambridgeshire are faced with the same challenges. I am 
not sure that other schools have such a great parent body though so thank you all! 

 
Every year group has positive cases currently. To try to reduce transmission where possible 
additional measures have been put in place, supported by Public Health. Each KS2 class is eating 

their meals separately at lunchtime, unnecessary movement of pupils around the school has been 
reduced and EYFS and KS1 pupils are kept as separate as possible from KS2 pupils during the school 
day. School staff are continuing to social distance and to wear face coverings in communal areas. 
We would be grateful if parents would continue to support us with managing the spread of infection 

by wearing face coverings during drop off and pick up.
